X-10 AND HOME THEATRE

X-10 products bring a touch of luxury to home entertainment.

Sitting in the armchair, you can do everything via the universal remote controller:

1. Put on the lights

2. Bring down the screen through its motor drive switch

3. Then draw the curtains through a motor drive switch

4. Select TV, cable, satellite or video

5. Dim the lights as you want them, perhaps to different levels.

Then sit back and enjoy !

(Alternatively, by installing a DIN rail dimmer in a lighting circuit back at the box, all lights on that circuit can be jointly controlled.) If this sequence is required more than once it can be set up as a macro which will set off all the events by pressing one button on the controller.

X-10 devices for Home Theatre:

8in1 remote control

This controller contains an extensive library of codes to match most of the TV, cable, satellite and video products currently on the market. But you can also use it for Home Automation: For example, to control the curtains, the projector screen, the lamps, you should program your remote "2" for the curtain, "3" for the projector, "4" for the lamps.

Transceiver Module – TM12

The transceiver receives RF signals from the 8-in-1 Controller and converts them into PLC commands to be sent through the house wiring, to control all the electric appliances of your Home Theatre. This can be plugged into any convenient socket anywhere in the house. Configure the house code to "A".

Computer Interface – CM11

If you want to use one touch of your remote, which will realize all the actions in one step, set up a macro on the Active Home software to close the curtains, switch on the lamps, bring down the projector screen... After having programmed the interface, disconnect it from your PC, and re-plug it into any convenient socket.

Shutter Switch

Install a motor drive switch adjacent to the curtains set to A2, and another adjacent to the projector screen set to A3. Both work automatically on the order of the 8 in 1.

Wall Dimmer Switch - LW10

If the lamp you want to control is wired to a standard wall switch, remove this wall switch and replace with the Wall Dimmer. Configure house and unit code to A4.

Din-Rail Dimmer – LD11 (alternative to Wall Dimmer)

If there is no wall switch wired to your lamp, install a DIN rail dimmer in a branch lighting circuit back at the fuse box, set to A4. All lights on that circuit will be jointly controlled.
